On Wednesday, May 18, 2011 at approximately 2:40 pm, members of the Sexual Assault Unit 

responded to the 900 block of Michigan Avenue, NE, for the report of a victim who had been 

assaulted with the intent to kidnap while armed by an unknown suspect.

Suspect #1 is described as a 28-year-old black male, stands 5’8” tall, weighs 140 to 150 pounds, and 

has a medium to dark complexion, short plaits in his hair, and is clean shaven. He reportedly 

has an unpleasant odor. He was last seen wearing multiple layers of clothing. He was armed 

with a knife.
