This study is being conducted by CRP, Inc. (CRP) and Educational Testing Service (ETS) on behalf of National Center for Education Statistics (NCES).
In this research study, we are conducting exploratory research that will be used as part of an iterative process to add and modify items to the questionnaire. The goals of this exploratory research are: (a) to identify the types of technology resources available to students and teachers in school; and (b) to understand how students, teachers, and schools use technology in mathematics and reading teaching and learning.
